Show outward interest during lectures (attentive expression and posture) to self-motivate internal interest.
Before lectures, each day of the morning, spend 10 to 15 minutes
= Review notes of the previous lecture
= Read course material pertaining to the current lecture so that you can anticipate the main ideas that the teacher will cover.
v/ Main Ideas are indicated by

= Make use of them as much as possible.

Monitor your progress.

4. Give wide reading.

v

Read books other than coursework.

Keep spending a few hours per week improving your vocabulary, listening skills, writing skills, analytical and logical

reasoning skills.

Read English literature, books on anthropology, history, etc.

v Such reading enables you to converse with anyone for a reasonable length of time in the subject close to the other person’s
heart.

v" It would also facilitate you to develop rapport with various people which would eventually come in handy for your
professional career in future.

Read News papers, magazines such as India Today, Business Today, Business India, Out Look, etc

Learn two or three new English words per day and construct sentences with these words and share them with your study

partners.

Spend at least three to four hours per week in reading books on Logical Reasoning, Quantitative and Verbal Reasoning

aptitude.

v Practice exercises on these.

v' These are needed to get through the written test conducted by various companies for campus placements and as well as
for writing GRE, CAT, GMAT, etc.

5. Participate in debate and group discussions.

To gain expertise in both these activities, keep viewing TV channels such as NDTV, CNN IBN, Times Now, Headlines Today,
etc and observe how the various people are participating in debates and discussions on various aspects of current affairs.
Develop speaking skills by modulating your voice as much as possible.

v" Remember that most of the successful people are / were great orators.

Never miss an opportunity to view the program of Mr. Karan Thapar’s Devil’s Advocate which will sharpen your brain in the
development of logic.

6. Develop Passion.

Keep viewing TV channels such as Discovery Channel, National Geographic Channel, Animal Planet, History Channel, etc.

v' The programs inspire you and provide you the information that you normally do not get the opportunity to see.

Keenly observe and immerse yourself whenever you view programs on these channels so that you get inspired and develop
passion.

7. Pursuing MS abroad

If you are planning to go abroad to do MS, take your GRE in the last week of June following the third year of your B. Tech.
ensures that you get about 6 weeks continuous time in summer to practice mock tests of GRE. Preparation for
GRE/GMAT/CAT should start in First year of Engineering.

This also facilitates your preparation for the campus placements which normally would be held commencing from the second
week of July of your final year.

Aptitude tests for campus placements are of similar pattern to those of GRE except for Logical Reasoning, which is not tested
in GRE. This preparation also helps you to do well in CAT for MBA in India and GMAT to pursue MBA abroad.
